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KEYNOTE ABSTRACTS

Plenary Session I, Monday, May 7, 2018

Leena Alanen, University of JyvŠskylŠ

Postconstructivist childhood studies, materiality and generational order(ing)

For some time a (ÔnewÕ) materialist strand of thinking has been on the rise in the social sciences, in 

so much that in some Þelds of research it has been observed as Ôthe New BlackÕ (Jarzabkowski & 

Pinch 2013), and a fashion (Lemke 2015). This internally very diverse movement generally argues 

that language/culture/meaning as constituting (social) reality has had detrimental effects on social 

theory and research. By reopening the study of the social towards materiality, the exponents of this 

initiative aim to move social theory from epistemology towards embracing a realist ontology.

Critical realism is a broad realist (and materialist) movement within the philosophy of science and is 

increasingly practiced and further developed within a wide range of research Þelds within social 

science. Critical realism challenges the postmodernist/social constructivist vogue in the social 

sciences by defending a ÔdeepÕ (or stratiÞcationist) ontology of reality contra the ÔßatÕ ontologies 

which many versions of ÔnewÕ materialist thinking tend to prescribe.

Both of these intellectual movements criticize the radically culturalist/socio- constructivist 

epistemology which has served as the ÒorthodoxyÓ for much of the childhood studies we know. The 

paper considers their potentials for providing a viable ontology for the social study of childhood, and 

then suggests that the realism-based concept of Ôgenerational orderÕ (Alanen 1994, 2005, 2009), 

speciÞed as a socio-material structure, provides one conceptual tool for overcoming the excesses of 

constructivist childhood research. Finally, some empirical ÔgenerationingÕ studies are brießy 

presented, to assess the current state in childhood studies in respect of this.

Plenary Session II, Tuesday, May 8, 2018

Ivar Fr¿nes, University of Oslo

The well-being of children in the knowledge society

Developmental socialization and the challenge of social inequality

Child well-being is understood as multi-dimensional, involving childrenÕs subjective experiences as 

well as objective components indicating level of well-being. Well-being includes the immediate lives 

of children as well as their development and future life course. For the well-being of children the 

transition to the knowledge society, characterised by increased opportunities as well as high demand 

for competence, represents a merge of increased opportunities and increased risk of marginalisation. 

Studies underline that the praxes of socialisation in early childhood are laying the grounds for the 

virtuous or vicious developmental circles shaping the capacities to master the future. In the 

knowledge societies, social inequalities are increasingly rooted in the number of young people 

lacking the competencies required. Policies seeking to close gaps between social classes will fall 

short if not addressing child well-being, and especially well-being in early childhood.

Plenary Session II, Tuesday, May 8, 2018

Ida Wentzel Winther, University of Aarhus

Sharing family and household: ChildrenÕs experiences of diverse family forms 
and varied social and material relationships

Family relationships are normatively assumed to be characterized by ÔsharingÕ, such as living 

together in the same home, occupying the same place, sharing stuff, blood and biology, spending 

special and ordinary time together, and consequently creating shared biographical experiences. In 

that way, families are thrown into togetherness. At the same time, we see families in varying forms 

where 'sharing' is lived and contested differently. In Denmark, many children live in nuclear families, 

and many live in different variations of more than one household. For those who share household 

and family, 'sharing' will be a basic condition. No matter what, they should share life circumstances, 

more stories, more places and spaces, more households families with both kin and non-kin. This 

keynote addresses the particular of childrenÕs experiences of living apart and/or living together in 

sharing families. They live in a mixture of attachment and fragmentations, in a grid of more or less 

stable connection lines and afÞnities. They live in several sets of social relationships that are bodily 

settled, and they live in different material worlds, with separate rules and regulations. In families 

where they do not share everyday life, they capture other ways to keep in contact, be close, and share 

sensations.

I will present some Þlm clips from my research in order to show and clarify how shared, 

(dis)connected, and moveable life is made and dealt with in an everyday micro-level perspective. I 

want to invite you into the landscape of sensations, feelings and materiality where different kinds of 

movements happen. I draw on various research done over the past 15 years: about homes & 

households, siblings, divorced family life and everyday life. Behind this, you will Þnd inspiration 

from Walter BenjaminÕs concept of ÔthresholdsÕ (1938), Doreen Massey's concept of 

'throwntogetherness' (2004), Jennifer Mason's 'afÞnities' (2018), and my own 

'(ex)changeability' (2015). They are all concepts I use to understand how the children are thrown into 

sub-universes, where both inter- subjective and inter-objective relationships are at stake and where 

they might encounter the awkward, the intangible, the unintentional and the ordinary.
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KEYNOTE ABSTRACTS

Plenary Session III, Wednesday, May 9, 2018

Nick Lee, Warwick University

Material Flows and Residual Childhoods

Concepts of materiality increasingly inform approaches to the study of childrenÕs agency and of 

governmentality as it shapes childrenÕs lives. It is increasingly apparent that materials, whether as 

technological affordances, non- human and more than human agents or material cultures, are crucial 

in shaping the agency of children and others. ÔGovernmentalityÕ concerns the artful coordination 

across time and space of materials - including populations, individual human bodies, environments, 

pathogens and crops to provide for the reproduction of biopolitical power. This often Þgures children 

as human resource and as sites of state investment.

Childhoods that are agentic and securely governed do not exhaust matters. Agency and 

governmentality involve material ßows and processes. Most material ßows and processes leave 

residues. The ßows shaping contemporary childhoods are no different.

This presentation examines two troubling cases of Ôresidual childhoodÕ:

- children in the European refugee crisis of 2015

- deposits of airborne pollutants in childrenÕs bodies

In each case an account is given of:

- key material ßows and forces involved

- problems that have emerged

- strategies adopted by UK government to respond

- strengths and limitations of these strategies

We then reßect on the near-future sustainability and scope of ÔchildhoodÕ as a global governmental 

strategy, asking whether Ôresidual childhoodsÕ are being normalized.
