For income register reports, we need name, nationality, social security number, and address, but not a tax card because we cannot take any withholding tax from a gift card or voucher etc. Monetary rewards are subject to withholding tax, for which we also need a tax card. If a foreigner does not have a Finnish social security number and JYU is paying a reward or reimbursement, a so-called artificial social security number is made for the research subject at the University. As far as the rewards or reimbursements are not paid by JYU, the payer should take care of possible reporting to the income register (where necessary, contact tax administration for further instructions).

During the research activities, the subjects are covered by the insurance for accidents, damages and injuries inflicted by an external cause. The accident insurance is valid during measurements and on trips integrally connected to them.
