However, as an ethical requirement, informed consent must always be requested from the subject and it is recommended that it be requested using this template. Consent should be accompanied by a information sheet, drafted in accordance with the JYU guidelines.
For example, if consent is deemed to include responding to an online survey, the person must first read the information sheet and the text of the consent form (below). It is recommended that access to the questionnaire is not given until the person has taken some action to indicate that he/she has read the documents and understands that responding to the questionnaire is equivalent to giving consent.
