Englannin sivuaineen valintakokeen
sisalto, tavoite ja arviointi

Englannin sivuaineen valintakoe koostuu yhdesta
englanninkielisesta kirjoitustehtavasta, jonka pituus on n.
300-350sanaa.

Koe perustuu kokeessa jaettavaan aineistoon. Kokeen
tavoitteena on arvioida hakijoiden kykya kasitella kirjallisen
aineiston esittamaa uutta tietoa ja soveltaa sita
kirjoitustehtavan ohjeiden mukaisesti.

Kirjoitustehtavan arvioinnissa kiinnitetdan huomiota
seuraaviin osa-alueisiin numeroinnin mukaisessa
jarjestyksessa:

1. asiasisalto - ts. kasiteltyjen asiasisaltojen oikeellisuus ja
keskeisyys

2. kieliasu - ts. kieliopillisuus, sujuvuus ja selkeys; ja

3. tekstin jasentely ja rakenne - ts. argumentaation loogisuus ja
yhtendisyys.

Kaikista ndista kolmesta osa-alueesta saa arvioinnissa yhta
paljon pisteitd, mutta asiasisalto ja kieliasu toimivat
ensisijaisina hyvaksymiskriteereina. Tama tarkoittaa sit, etta
sinun tulee saada vahintaan 50 % asiasisallon
enimmaispistemaarast3, jotta esseesi arvioidaan myos kieliasun
kannalta. Kieliasun arvioinnissa sinun tulee jalleen saada
vahintdan 50 % taman osion enimmaispistemaarasta, jotta
esseesi arvioidaan myds tekstin jasentelyn ja rakenteen osalta.

The content, aims, and assessment of
the minors’ entrance exam

The minors’ exam consists of a writing task, in which you will be
asked to write 300-350 words in English.

The aim of the exam is to assess your ability to handle the
information provided in the materials, and to apply this
information according to the instructions given with the task.

The foci and the order of the assessment of the written task will
be the following:

1. content - the accuracy and relevance of the points you
choose to include;

2. language - the grammatical accuracy, fluency and clarity of
your writing; and

3. structure and organisation - the logical presentation of
your argument and overall coherence.

The total number of points for the essay are equally distributed
among the above three elements, but content and language
serve as cut-off criteria in the evaluation. This means that you
will have to score at least 50% for content in order for your
essay to be assessed for language. In the assessment of
language, you will again need to score at least 50% in order for
your essay to be assessed for structure and organization, too.

Below you will see an example instruction and the assessment
criteria for a written task.

Based on the materials you have been provided, discuss the
following question: Is the spread of English a threat to other
languages?

Itis a good idea to plan your essay carefully before writing it. A
summary is not enough; your essay should make use of the
materials to support your ideas. Make sure that the points you
want to make are well grounded and support them with
examples or other evidence.

Please note that in Anglo-American cultures 'essay' is not the
same type of text as the Finnish ‘esse€’. Instead, it corresponds
to the kind of composition based on written materials
(‘aineistokirjoitelma’) that is used in the Finnish matriculation
examination.

In the evaluation of your essay, particular attention will be paid
to:

e your use of the required materials,

e your capacity to take into account and discuss different
points of view,

e grammatical accuracy, clarity of expression and fluency,

e the structure and organization of your essay, and

e thelogical presentation of relevant information.

NOTE: Always read the question carefully and identify what
you are required to write about. An essay is never an
invitation to write whatever you like around the subject, but is
always focused in some way.
