INSTRUCTIONS FOR WRITING THE RESEARCH PLAN FOR DOCTORAL STUDIES
The research plan is written in this template (please remove the instructions page from your plan). The plan consists of a title page, maximum of 5 pages of text, and, in addition to these pages, a list of references. Please, use Times New Roman font type in size 11, spacing 1,5 and 2,54 cm marginals. Align the text evenly (justified) between the margins and use automatic hyphenation. The subheadings are bolded and spacing before the subtitles is 12 pt. In the methods table, please use spacing 1. Please name the file the plan as follows: “Surname_research plan”. 
The main supervisor will approve and sign the final version of the research plan.  
Evaluation of the research plan will focus on the following: 
1) Quality of the research plan and research questions, clarity of the used concepts, applicability of the methods chosen for data collection and analysis, and quality and extent of references 
2) Feasibility of the study design, data collection, and timetable 
3) Coherence in the use of concepts and clear connection between them and the theoretical framework.

4. Methods: data collection and analysis (max 1,5 x A4) 
Present the methodological solutions of the study, such as data to be used and analysis as well as the research strategy (quantitative, qualitative, mixed methods). If relevant, also design and sample, including grounding for its size and selection. If the dissertation research is part of a larger research project, specify its role in the larger project.
